Jakub Klecker


Jakub Klecker is a young conductor and choirmaster, belonging to the incoming generation of conductors. He finished the conducting studies at the Brno Conservatory, and some time later, he graduated from the Music Faculty of the AMU in Prague in the class of prof. Jiří Bělohlávek and doc. Tomáš Koutník. He finished his studies with a graduation concert with Kantiléna and the Philharmonic Orchestra Brno in 2006.

Between the years 2003 and 2005, he discharged a post of a chief choirmaster of the Kantiléna, and in 2006, he took over the post of the art director of the choir, succeeding Ivan Sedláček. His work is a successful continuation of a long tradition and a high quality interpretation of the Kantiléna, which is a fact proved by several victories in prestigious international choir competitions. By way of example, some of the victories may be mentioned: 1st prize “summa cum laude” obtained in Neerpelt, Belgium - in that competition, the Kantiléna competed against 99 choirs (2006) - or two golden medals and the prize for the best European choir in its respective categories awarded at the World Choir Games in Graz, Austria (2008), or the Public Prize and the Excellent diploma in Montreux, Switzerland (2009).


Within the framework of the Janáček´s Brno International Music Festival 2004, he participated in the production of Janáček´s opera Jenufa. In June of the same year, he co-operated in the preparation of Smetana´s opera The Brandenburgers in Bohemia, with which he made his debut on the stage of the National Theatre in Brno in October. Since 2007, he has been the conductor of the Janáček Opera of the National Theatre of Brno (operas Marta; Jenufa; Rigoletto; Idomeneo; Nabucco; The Cunning Little Vixen; Juliette, ballets Spartacus; The Nutcracker and Coppelie of Montmartre, etc.) 


He regularly works together with Czech and Slovak symphonic orchestras and renowned artists: the Philharmonic Orchestra Brno; the Prague Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra; the Moravian Philharmonic Orchestra Olomouc; the Janáček Philharmonic Orchestra Ostrava; the Czech Soloists Brno; the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra Brno; Václav Hudeček, etc. In autumn 2007, he took part in a five-week concert tour of the Philharmonic Orchestra Brno in Japan as a second conductor; due to the enormous success of the tour, it will be repeated also in 2009. Klecker´s excellent debut in the Prague Spring 2009 is just a confirmation of the growing quality of his work with instrumental bodies in the Czech Republic.
